Enjoy views of the scenic Smith River as you 
travel along the Fieldale Trail!  

The Fieldale Trail opened in 2007 and was 
extended in 2008 with funding from The Do-
minion Foundation and other support from 
the Dan River Basin Association’s (DRBA)  
Martinsville-Henry County Rivers & Trails 
Group. This user-friendly trail is an excellent 
place to bring the whole family out for a walk 
or bike ride.   

The two and a half mile long trail is part of 
the Smith River Trail System, a series of 
trails planned that will follow the Smith River 
corridor 45 miles from the base of Philpott 
Dam to where it meets the Dan River in 
Eden, North Carolina.  

Ample parking, picnic tables,  and restroom 
facilities are available at the trailhead along 
with a river access point. From this river  
access, boaters can enjoy an easy-paced  five 
mile paddle downstream to Doe Run Access 
on Dupont Road in Martinsville.
